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DESCRIPTION
Apprentissage des structures grammaticales et logiques du francgais contemporain avec lectures de morceaux choisis
de textes de la francophonie mondiale.

OBJECTIVES

I — Objectif général

Ce cours se propose de fournir aux étudiant(e)s les ressources nécessaires pour une meilleure pratique de la langue
francaise et une meilleure approche des textes en exploitant avec facilité le vocabulaire, la grammaire, les
structures de la phrase ainsi que les différents niveaux de langue. La grammaire ne sera pas abordée de maniére
contraignante avec des régles a mémoriser mais sous forme d’atelier ou les étudiants seront amenés a produire des
textes narratifs, argumentatifs, descriptifs a partir des modeéles, a étudier des extraits de textes pour se familiariser
avec les fonctionnements de la grammaire frangaise.

Plus spécifiquement, le cours vise a :
1) Préparer les étudiants aux bases essentielles de la grammaire francaise, en particulier :

a) le verbe (la conjugaison et les temps des verbes), le sujet

b) I'adjectif, 'adverbe

¢) le nom, le pronom
2) Faciliter un rapport vivant avec la langue francaise par une pratique suivie des différents points de
grammaire et de vocabulaire a travers des exercices en classe et aux Travaux pratiques, I’étude d’extraits de texte
dont le choix est laissé a chaque moniteur. Les étudiants apprendront a :

a) distinguer les différents modes de conjugaison ainsi que les temps qui les composent, les accords du

participe passé, I'usage des prépositions, des adjectifs, des adverbes, etc. ;

b) construire des phrases complexes avec les pronoms relatifs les plus fréquents (Qui, Que, Quoi, dont, ou) ;
c¢) distinguer les niveaux de langue et décomposer la phrase complexe en ces différentes unités grammaticales.

Il - Déroulement du cours
Le cours comporte deux phases :

a) une phase théorique avec les structures grammaticales courantes, des modeles de textes ou de phrases a
travers quelques exercices d’application en classe et a faire a la maison. L’accent sera mis sur la pratique
des textes (étude de textes, rédaction, lecture). Le livre de cours sera utilisé a chaque cours (Le Petit
Grevisse, Grammaire francaise)

b) Une phase pratique que constituent les TP (Travaux Pratiques) centrée sur I'implication de I'étudiant dans
I'approfondissement du cours et de ses connaissances. Les TP ne sont pas facultatifs, ils sont une partie
importante et obligatoire du cours et auront pour support principal le livret d’exercices (Grevisse. Exercices
de grammaire francaise).

111 — Attentes en matiére d’évaluation

Les travaux des étudiants doivent tenir compte des modules étudiés en classe. Dans la correction des devoirs, les
moniteurs préteront une attention particuliere aux accords (adjectifs, noms, pronoms), a la concordance des temps
et au bon usage des pronoms relatifs, des prépositions et tout ce qui est vu en classe sera pénalisée en cas de
faute. La forme et le contenu doivent répondre aux exigences grammaticales.

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or
presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of
another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

¢) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it
may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor
involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but
also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of
citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such
as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into
the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic
device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials
outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to
view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination
scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor regarding the
individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or distribution of
examination materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of another student in an
examination or other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or laboratory reports; the non-
authorized tape recording of lectures.

4. Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of one of these offences is
also guilty of academic misconduct.
