Savoir construire une bibliographie ;

Acquérir des techniques de rédaction;

Développer leur esprit de synthese;

Développer leur esprit critique;

Améliorer leur expression orale et écrite en francais.

First: always open with a greeting and address the person by his/her proper
professional title (“Dear Professor...”, “Hello Professor XYZ...”, In French, simply
write “Bonjour Monsieur XYZ”). Secondly: state your question clearly and
concisely. Thirdly: always close politely (“Thank you...”, “Best regards”, In
French: “Cordialement”, or “Merci”, etc.). And always sign with your full name
(not just your first name, or nick name or unsigned anonymous email).

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in
another course (although it may be completely original with that student) without the
knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and
conclusions of other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be
explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without
specific acknowledgement but also when original ideas or data from the source are not
acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish which portions of the student’s
work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation
must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted
dishonest conduct such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them
under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into the examination room any textbook,
notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic device not
