DESCRIPTION 
L'objectif du cours est d'initier aux concepts de base de l'analyse et de la pratique du texte littéraire. L'accent 
sera essentiellement mis sur les outils d'analyse linguistiques, rhétoriques et stylistiques des textes ainsi que 
sur la spécificité des différents genres littéraires comme le roman, l'autobiographie, la poésie, l'épopée, le 
conte, le théâtre. 
 
 
OBJECTIVES 
Le cours vise quatre objectifs de l’analyse littéraire :  
1) Comprendre la spécificité des différents genres littéraires 
2) Se familiariser avec les outils d’analyse linguistique, rhétorique et stylistique 
3) Travailler avec les concepts littéraires, reconnaître leurs fonctions, les intégrer dans la lecture critique 
4) Analyser un texte littéraire à partir des concepts maîtrisés

For Tests 2 and 3, on the day of the test, you will find in your D2L Dropbox a word file that contains all 
the questions. You are expected to download the file, type your answers and submit your answers in the 
Dropbox before the indicated deadline. Gradings will be focusing more on the quality of your work than 
the timeliness of its completion. 
 
Groups who selected Le Mariage de Figaro will present their presentations on Zoom. Everyone is expected 
to attend presentation Zoom sessions and participate in the followed discussions, as we did for Une 
femme. 
 
Please let you know immediately if you cannot meet the deadlines specified so that we could arrange 
alternative dates/assessments. 
 
On the days when there are no tests or presentations, you will use the detailed PowerPoint slides and 
audio files to study by yourself. Materials will be posted on d2L Tuesdays and Thursdays. From 11:00 am 
to 12:15 on these two days, I will be available on Zoom to answer your questions and guide your 
discussions. For those who have difficulties accessing Zoom, you could participate in the D2L Forum 
discussions. Regular engagement in D2L or Zoom discussions will count for your participation grades.

5. Note de participation : 

Une note passable pour la participation présuppose une lecture soignée du texte avant la classe, l’apprentissage collectif 
des concepts littéraires et leur application réfléchie dans les discussions en classe, sur D2L, et dans les devoirs écrits. 
On vous demandera régulièrement de présenter des pages, des aspects particuliers de nos lectures et de l’esthétique de 
leurs auteurs; votre préparation pour ces mini-exposés comptera dans votre note de participation, ainsi que votre écoute 
et votre engagement avec les mini-exposés de vos camarades. En prenant des notes pendant vos lectures (vocabulaire) 
et pendant chaque séance, vous serez mieux préparés pour commenter les résumés, fournir des renseignements 
supplémentaires et poser les bonnes questions critiques. Les excellentes notes de participation seront attribuées pour 
preuve d’études suivies des textes, pour preuve de découverte des auteurs et de leurs époques et, bien sûr, pour l’originalité 
personnelle dans la pensée et dans l’approche critique à toutes nos activités.  
 

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT 
1.  Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F 
in the course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw.  Plagiarism exists when:  
a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one 
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise 
substituting the work of another for one’s own in an examination or test);  
b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;  
c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or  
d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course 
(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of 
the instructor involved.  
While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other 
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”  
Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement 
but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged.  A bibliography is insufficient to 
establish which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized 
forms of citation must be used for this purpose. 
2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct 
such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; 
bringing into the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or 
mechanical or electronic device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or 
consulting any person or materials outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do 
so, or leaving answer papers exposed to view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination 
papers.  
3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with 
examination scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor 
regarding the individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or 
distribution of examination materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of 
another student in an examination or other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or 
laboratory reports; the non-authorized tape recording of lectures.  
4. Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of one of these 
offences is also guilty of academic misconduct.
