DESCRIPTION

This course offers an examination of XX Century Italian history, language and culture as well as a close
reading of two texts devoted to Italy’s Civil War of 1943-45 and Italian Anti-fascist Resistance:

There will be a focus on The Second World War, history, storytelling, journals, translation, creative writing.

OBJECTIVES

Students will develop the capacity to tell/write a story in Italian, as well as practice translation, while
becoming familiar with close reading of texts. Tutorials (M: 15:00-15:50-Web-Based) are mandatory, and
will enhance writing skills, as well as conversational fluency in Italian. “II Circolino” is also available: students
can always found help there, in order to reinforce their writing and oral proficiency in Italian.

OUTCOMES
Students will develop conversational and writing skills, focusing on composition and conversation in Italian,

by analyzing selected pages from Giuseppe Fenoglio’s Una questione privata, and Ada Gobetti’s Diario
partigiano, as well as cinematic texts, articles, mostly devoted to The Second World War, history, news.

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RECOMMENDED COURSE MATERIALS

Any textbook of Italian grammar and syntax.
Any good Italian-English, English-Italian dictionary for advanced students.

COURSE NOTES

This is a synchronous course, all activities are synchronous, as indicated in the detailed syllabus.
It will take place via Desire2Learn (D2L)&Zoom: students are encouraged to actively participate using both.
The course will consist in on-line close readings, writing and communicative activities: analyses and seminar
discussions will be in Italian. Active participation during on-line classes will be expected and encouraged.

Assignments (3 at 5% each, Via email/D2L): throughout the term students will write 3 short essays of
500/600 words each on topics of their choice among those covered in class.

Written exams (2 on-line timed exams at 15% each): they will evaluate students’ knowledge of the
fundamental aspects of Italian history, language, and culture covered in class. Students will be asked to
write a composition and analyze selected passages from Giuseppe Fenoglio’s Una questione privata and Ada
Gobetti’s Diario partigiano. Written exams (13:00-13:50) will consist of 6 short questions (5 minutes for
each answer: 30 minutes in total+5 minutes to review and submit): they will be on-line timed, 50 minutes
in total, to allow for technology issues that may arise).

There will be no final examination.

Oral presentation:

Individual Video presentation (Via email/D2L), on the same topic chosen for the final paper.

Final paper (1,750 words double spaced - 7 pages - sent Via email/D2L): the paper will deal
extensively with a theme discussed in class. The topic will be agreed with the instructor. The paper will have
a length of 7 pages, in Italian.

- Late assignments and missed tests policy:

Missed tests and missed assignments will be counted as an incomplete and will contribute to the calculation
of the final mark.

All short essays, written exams, and final paper will be submitted electronically.
