COURSE DESCRIPTION AND GOALS 
 
JPNS207 is the second course of our Japanese Program, continuing from JPNS205. This course (JPNS207) 
covers Lesson 7 to Lesson 12 of Genki I (The Japan Times) textbook. After successfully completing this course, 
students will be able to: 

• Handle simple situations dealing with basic personal and family information. 
• Express thoughts and opinions regarding simple daily life. 
• Talk about and comment on past events; hold a basic conversion on future plans. 
• Recognize 87 additional Kanji, and learn 145 Kanji in total. 

 
Since our courses are focused on oral communication skills, students who complete Beginners’ Japanese 
courses (JPNS205 and JPNS207) can speak simple Japanese everyday phrases and play a good role as an 
icebreaker to ease communication in various occasions, such as business meetings with Japanese speakers. 
Also, students will be able to deal with everyday incidents while traveling in Japan and to enjoy numerous 
interactions with local people in Japan.
