DESCRIPTION 
Due to unforeseen and unprecedented days ahead of us due to the Covid-19 evolution, there may be 
possibilities of some changes of the delivery and assessment methods during the term. All students who are 
registering in this course are required to study daily at least 30 mins to 1 hour to complete this course. This 
course will be designed for students who are dedicated and are willing to make efforts to improve their 
Japanese. The instructor will use D2L to distribute materials and correspond with students. It is mandatory 
for students to check D2L and be alert to all information delivered by the instructor. Communicating and 
working with other are very important to improve language, therefore, students will be required to work in 
pairs or a small group in or outside of class depending on activities. All students are asked to be aware of 
showing full respect for each other whenever working with others.  
 
This course (JPNS 301) is the first semester in Continuing Japanese (second year) course and is a 
continuation of Japanese 207. Textbook (Genki book 2) Lesson 13 – 17 (both Conversation & Grammar and 
Reading & Writing) will be covered. Students will acquire further proficiency in Japanese skills – speaking, 
listening as well as reading and writing.  
 
Prerequisites: Japanese 207 or consent of the School. 
 
[Note] All university level prerequisites for Japanese language courses must be met with a grade of "C-" 
or better. Students may be required to complete different requirements if the assessment of their 
language backgrounds shows that this is appropriate. 

 
OBJECTIVES 
The main objective of this course is to build up four basic skills in Japanese: listening, speaking, reading, 
and writing.  
 
OUTCOMES 
After completion of this course, you will be able to 1) demonstrate correct usage of basic and intermediate 
grammar, including potential and volitional forms of verbs, noun modifications, conditionals and some 
conjectures; 2) comprehend conversations on familiar topics spoken at a natural speed; 3) read and write 
79 new kanji; 4) write coherent paragraphs.
