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DESCRIPTION
This course is a discussion oriented course intended to help students to gain the depth understanding of
Japanese society through the Group Study Program. Students will observe and experience its culture
and life in Japan. Students will meet in class regularly to exchange their findings and experience. The
cultural experience includes the flower arrangements (Kado), the tea ceremony (Sado) and Kabuki
viewing.

OBJECTIVES
To give students and opportunity to explore the depth a topic of their choice related to Japanese
culture. Students will be required to submit a proposal of their research. Students will present their
research project on the last day of this trip to share their understanding of Japanese life and culture.
