DESCRIPTION

This Advanced course is designed for students who have completed JPNS331 and wish to deeply develop
further communication skills in a variety of contexts while coming into contact with a range of Japanese
cultures. Students will be given a variety of Japanese sounds as input to reinforce newly introduced
vocabulary and phrases. Therefore, assessments will include not only speaking but also listening, reading
and some writing (typing Japanese) skills. Students will need to spend more than one hour a day to become
an independent Japanese speaker. Full participation is essential, expected and a key to success in this course;
however, students are expected to set their own goals depending on their personal aims. Synchronous
classes on zoom will be a hub for students to learn and improve Japanese conversation skills. To make a
lively language learning environment, all students in class are required to react promptly in class. Students
are also required to work in pairs or in a group in class or outside of class depending on activities, assignment
and projects. Communication won’t occur without interacting with others! Therefore, all students are asked
to be aware of showing full respect to each other whenever working with others. Please note that only
Japanese language will be used to deliver this class, therefore, as a prerequisite you are required to have
high competencies of listening, reading and writing skills to understand textbook, class instructions and D2L
information.

to Advanced level.

(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of
the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement
but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to
establish which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized
forms of citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct
such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever;
bringing into the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or
