The educational objective of this comgnt of the course is to provide students witinnoduction to
contemporary research in the field of linguist®8gidents can complete this component by eitheicf@ating in ongoing
research studies in the linguistics departmenti¢@t: Research Participation), by completing 1epadicle evaluations
from a designated list (Option 2: Article Evaluais), or by any combination of these two options.

Option 1: Research Participation. To participate in Departmentally approved redeatadies, students must first login to
http://ucalgary-ling.sona-systems.com to creatartigipant account. Studies will be posted to Wébsite as they become
available during the semester, and students witltde to sign up for participation in any studyotigh the website.
Students earn 0.5% (0.5 credits) for each full 3@utes of participation. Each study will be follodvby an educational
debriefing experience. Please note that the derfmartaneslots may exceed the supply in any givemtélhus, it is not
possible to guarantee students that there wilinoeigh studies available to them to meet their tredjuirements. Students
should seek studies early in the term and shoalgLiently check for open timeslots.

Option 2: Article Evaluations. Students can also complete this course compdayer#ading and evaluating short research
articles, from various sub-disciplines in the fielidinguistics.

Please
note that students can submit only one evaluatssmmpnthly due datd-€bruary 6, March 6, April 3,) throughout the
semester.

Option 3: Combinations of Options 1 and 2. Students can complete this course componentghrby combining credit
from Options 1 and 2 (e.g., 2% through Option 1 &¥gdthrough Option 2, or vice versa). Given théthr evaluations
count for 1.0%, students who complete, for examb% of the component through participation iresesh studies would
have to complete two critical thinking evaluatidasuccessfully earn credit for all 3.0% of the s@ucomponent. Also
note that, since only one article evaluation casuiEmitted per month, students who opt to combipto@s 1 and 2 to
complete the course requirement will have to plasad.

Linguistics Department Policy: Plagiarism and Academic Misconduct

Plagiarism involves submitting or presenting work in a course as if it were the student’s own work done expressly for that

particular course, when, in fact, it is not.

Most commonly plagiarism exists when:

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the
one submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or
otherwise substituting the work of another for one’s own in an examination or test),

b) parts of the work are taken form another source without reference to the original author,

c) the whole work (e.g. an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another
course (although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or
prior agreement of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other scholars,
intellectual honesty requires that such references by explicitly and clearly noted. Some course assignments call for students
to work in groups. Unless noted otherwise in writing, students must write up their own answers for submission of the
assignment. Failure to do so constitutes plagiarism.

Plagiarism is an extremely serious academic offence. Possible penalties for plagiarism include:
failing the assignment, failing the course, disciplinary probation, suspension, or expulsion.

Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of plagiarism is also guilty of academic
misconduct.
