DESCRIPTION

Children start out seemingly unable to communicate through language, but typically end up as fully
Competent adult communicators. This course introduces us to the study of how children acquire the
sounds, words, and grammar of their native language.

OBJECTIVES

We will explore theoretical issues and approaches regarding language acquisition, including the contributions
of the innate endowment of the human mind, as opposed to environmental exposure to language. We will
largely focus on typical language development and critically examine empirical evidence and experimental
methodologies used to study language development from a wide variety of sources. We will also examine
how our theory of acquisition impacts our theory of adult language and vice versa.

OUTCOMES
Students will acquire a good understanding of basic terminology and theoretical concepts and approaches in

language development. They will develop the skills necessary to pose theoretically interesting questions and
critically examine empirical evidence to answer those.
