DESCRIPCION DE LA MATERIA DEL CURSO:

Esta asignatura se ha disefiado para mejorar tanto el nivel como la calidad de la escritura en espafiol del
alumno/de la alumna mediante el analisis de varios tipos diferentes de textos. Dichos textos provienen de varios
campos y fuentes. El alumno o la alumna tendra la obligacion continua de escribir todo tipo de prosa expositiva
ya a partir del primer dia de clase. Asimismo cada uno y cada una se vera obligado/a a consultar los diccionarios
y estudiar la gramatica basica del espafiol.

PREREQUISITOS: Haber completado Espafiol 301 con una nota minima de C-, o autorizacion del
departamento. Alumnos o alumnas que hayan cursado ya asignaturas a nivel de 400 NO pueden cursar esta
materia. El alumno o la alumna puede cursar Espafiol 323 y 405 simultaneamente.

OBJETIVOS: PARA LA APROBACION DEL CURSO

1. Conocimiento activo de la gama de textos estudiados y habilidad de lectura
2. Mejor conocimiento de la lengua escrita y sus registros

Redacciones
Los trabajos escritos se evaluaran teniendo en cuenta la estructura de pensamiento, la originalidad del
argumento, la aplicacion de los métodos estudiados, y el uso correcto de la gramatica y la sintaxis.

Trabajo de investigacion

Escribir un ensayo de 3 o 4 paginas sobre el analisis de un aspecto del cuento o la obra literaria que han
seleccionado. El ensayo debe consistir en un analisis coherente que presente una tesis, ideas tematicas
importantes y la conclusion. Ya que se requiere investigacion, el/la estudiante consultara fuentes secundarias,
las citard correctamente y evaluara su contenido a la vez que formulara su propia lectura de la obra literaria en
cuestion. Fuentes bibliograficas a consultar: 2 articulos en revistas especializadas o capitulos de libros sobre el
tema. Aunque se pueden usar bases de datos como JSTOR o Worldcat, no se aceptan fuentes de internet no
académicas (Wikipedia y otras por el estilo). Por favor no olvide que la Universidad de Calgary tiene estrictas
medidas contra el plagio que incluye los préstamos de textos totales o parciales del internet.

PROCEDIMIENTO PARA LA CLASE

Es responsabilidad de los estudiantes preparar el material asignado para la clase mediante la lectura de los
textos, la busqueda del vocabulario desconocido en el diccionario y la solucion de las preguntas asignadas. Es
imprescindible asistir a la clase completamente preparados. Si Ud. escoge no venir a clases, es su
obligacién consultar el calendario y/o contactar a un/a comparfiero/a de clase para averiguar la tarea. La
profesora no responde e-mails sobre tareas y para ello tiene horas de oficina. Si Ud necesita una cita debe
hacerla con 24 horas de anticipacion.

ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise
substituting the work of another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although
it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor
involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but
also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of
citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct
such as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever;
bringing into the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical
or electronic device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or

consulting any person or materials outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or
leaving answer papers exposed to view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with
examination scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor
regarding the individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or
distribution of examination materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of
another student in an examination or other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or
laboratory reports; the non-authorized tape recording of lectures.

4. Any student who voluntarily and consciously aids another student in the commission of one of these offences
is also guilty of academic misconduct.
