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DESCRIPTION

This course is designed to develop writing skills in Spanish through textual analysis. The goals of the
course is to help students understand the nature of writing and develop resources for managing this
interaction, practical writing skills through the use of certain techniques students would be able to
integrate into their own style. The student is expected to write different types of compositions in
Spanish. In addition, students will also review basic Spanish Grammar, syntax and vocabulary.

PREREQUISITES:
Span 301 (with a grade of at least C-) or consent of the Department.
Not open to students with credit in 400-level courses.

(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement
of the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of
other scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”
Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific
acknowledgement but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A
bibliography is insufficient to establish which portions of the student’s work are taken from external
sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must be used for this purpose.
