Descripcion

Este curso esta dirigido a ejercitar la escritura de textos breves y un ensayo en espafiol. Vamos a estudiar y
practicar el vocabulario, la escritura de oraciones y parrafos; el didlogo; los distintos tipos de composiciones y la
escritura expositiva o ensayistica. Sélo cuando sea necesario revisaremos algunos aspectos de la gramatica. Esta no
es una clase dirigida a la practica oral pero obviamente habra comunicacion oral en la clase (lecturas de textos y
dictados para practicar la comprension, conversacién en grupos para el ejercicio de ciertos trabajos escritos, etc.).
Habran ejercicios de escritura todas las semanas tanto en la clase como fuera de ella. Esto incluye la preparacion de
una Carpeta de lecturas de distintos tipos de textos basados en documentos accesibles por Internet y trabajos
relacionados. Las instrucciones estaran disponibles en Blackboard.

Obligaciones

Sus trabajos deben representar su propio nivel de conocimiento y habilidades en el uso del idioma espafiol. Esto
supone que no deben haber grandes discrepancias entre un examen en clase y un trabajo escrito en casa. No
recomiendo pedir ayuda a otros para la preparacion de las composiciones.

Cada estudiante debe participar en las conversaciones y en los trabajos disefiados para la clase. La asistencia,
participacion y demostracion de conocimiento de los materiales para la composicion tendran resultados positivos a
finales del curso; no cumplir con estos requisitos tendra un efecto negativo (por ejemplo, su nota no alcanzara el
siguiente nivel cuando su porcentaje se encuentre en un punto intermedio).

Objetivos

Incrementar el vocabulario y practicar la escritura a nivel de las oraciones y parrafos

Escribir didlogos simples y composiciones de tipo personal

Escribir cartas informales y formales

Preparar preguntas para una entrevista y escribir un resumen con los resultados

Escribir resimenes para reportar informacién; escribir notas y resimenes de una entrevista, articulos, etc.
Escribir composiciones expositivas y estudiar los métodos para escribir un ensayo

Usar distintos tipos de diccionarios de prestigio, libros, articulos académicos y otros materiales de apoyo para
la escritura

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final.

1. Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. Plagiarism exists when:

a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or
presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of
another for one’s own in an examination or test);

b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or

d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it
may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor
involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”

Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but
also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A bibliography is insufficient to establish
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of
citation must be used for this purpose.

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such
as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into
the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic
device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials
outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to
view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination
scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor regarding the
individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or distribution of
