DESCRIPCION: En el curso se exploraran las técnicas narrativas, las estrategias para crear personajes y
mundos ficticios verosimiles y los efectos que despiertan las narrativas en la audiencia. Se analizaran varios
géneros: la narrativa de ficcién (cuentos), el cine y los comics en el contexto hispanoamericano. El enfoque
teodrico incluira la narratologia, los estudios de género, la teoria cinematografica y los estudios postcoloniales.

OBJETIVOS GENERALES: La lectura de las obras y de la teoria literaria, asi como los analisis hechos en
clase, permitirdn a los alumnos apreciar la riqueza de la produccion artistica en el marco de la cultura
hispanoamericana contemporanea.

Al finalizar el semestre los estudiantes estaran en capacidad de:

-Entender cémo opera la narrativa en diversas manifestaciones artisticas.

-Llegar a una comprension de los logros de los artistas graficos, los artistas graficos y los directores de cine.
-Conocer los diversos enfoques utilizados para realizar un analisis gréafico, literario y cinematografico.
-Realizar un analisis de una estrategia artistica, narrativa, dramatica o cinematica de una obra de un/a
autor/a latinoamericano/a.

-Mejorar el conocimiento de la gramatica espafiola e incrementar el vocabulario mediante la practica de la
lectura de textos especializados y la escritura de ensayos de investigacion y analisis.

TRABAJO EN GRUPO
Los estudiantes deben organizarse en grupos de dos estudiantes o maximo tres estudiantes y tendran que
realizar las siguientes tareas:
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A.PREGUNTAS DE ANALISIS + BIOGRAFIiA + BIBLIOGRAFIA Marzo 9 (Trabajo en clase)

Seleccionen una obra en espafiol diferente de las estudiadas en clase que haya sido realizada por un/a
autor/a, artista grafico/a o director/a de cine de Hispanoamérica o de Espafia. Todos los alumnos en el
grupo deben leer y analizar con atencion la pelicula, la obra de teatro, los cédmics o los cuentos (2 6 3
dependiendo del nimero de miembros del grupo). Escribir una biografia de dos parrafos especificando los
datos biograficos, el movimiento grafico, literario o cinematografico al que pertenece, las caracteristicas del
estilo del/de la autor o autora y sus obras. Crear minimo cinco preguntas clave que sirvan para hacer el
analisis sobre la obra seleccionada y contestarlas. El tercer paso es consultar la biblioteca para encontrar
todos los estudios o analisis criticos publicados sobre la obra seleccionada. El cuarto paso es hacer una
bibliografia utilizando las reglas del MLA que encontraran en

B.PROYECTO FINAL

Continuar trabajando con el mismo texto que han escogido para la parte A. Reunirse con los miembros del
grupo y discutir los posibles temas que se pueden analizar mas a fondo. Deben encontrar por lo menos dos
temas de acuerdo el numero de miembros del grupo. Por ejemplo si el grupo ha seleccionado el cémic
Condorito de Pepo, un estudiante podra analizar la caracterizacidn del protagonista, mientras que otro puede
hablar de la hipersexualizacién de los personajes femeninos. El segundo paso sera preparar la presentacion
oral sobre la obra (cémic, pelicula, novela, novela gréfica, cuentos, obra de teatro) escogidos por el grupo.

El proyecto final incluye:

1.LA PRESENTACION ORAL

El grupo hara una presentacidn oral al final del curso que incluya: una pequefia biografia del/de la autor/a,
artista grafico/a, director/a de cine, sus obras, el resumen, los aspectos analizados en la obra, las
conclusiones y la bibliografia.

La profesora colocara en D2L una lista para seleccionar el dia para la presentacion oral. Si los estudiantes
estan ausentes el dia de su presentacion recibiran una F a menos que haya una razén de fuerza mayor o
un arreglo previo con la profesora. Por favor consulten D2L para encontrar la lista de los criterios a evaluar
en la presentacion oral.
