DESCRIPTION Este curso estudia diversas teorías sobre performance y performatividad para estudiar la 
interconexión entre los cines de América Latina y sus formas de crear/desafiar/naturalizar ideas y conceptos 
sociales, políticos y culturales.  
 
Objectives (1) adquirir competencia fílmica; (2) aprender a aplicar las herramientas de varias teorías del 

performance y la performatividad al análisis de fondo y forma de los filmes y al cine como la industria cultural más 
importante del siglo XX; (3) explorar las tendencias y preocupaciones que se dilucidan en las películas 
latinoamericanas; (4) desarrolar la habilidad de hacer investigación sobre cine de México, Argentina, Cuba y otros 
países para escribir ensayos análiticos y perceptivos usando el conocimiento descrito en (1) (2) y (3).

Ensayo:  
escrito a máquina a doble espacio, sin espacios entre párrafos. Favor de usar una letra de impresión de por lo 

menos 12 “caracteres por pulgada” (characters per inch), las reglas del MLA Handbook for Writers of Research 

Papers y 250 palabras por página. Si deseas incluir notas, deben ser en adición al número mínimo de palabras.  

Al escribir sobre una película debes usar una de las teorías estudiadas en el curso. También debes incluir análisis 
del contexto específico y análisis de secuencia para cada sección subtemática del ensayo. Es posible comparar dos 
filmes, pero el análisis debe ser suficientemente delimitado para que sea profundo. Ver el carnet para las fechas 

de perfeccionamiento y de entrega.  
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La primera parte deberá tener una longitud de 2000 palabras (8 páginas). El ensayo final deberá contar con 
un número mínimo de 3750 palabras (15 páginas, máximo 17 págs.). El número mínimo de Obras citadas, es de 

6 fuentes académicas de revistas especializadas o capítulos de libros. Aunque se pueden usar bases de datos 
como JSTOR o Worldcat, no se aceptan fuentes de internet no académicas (Wikipedia y/o información de Google y 

motores de búsqueda similares no son aceptables). 

Este trabajo debe incluir una lista de Obras citadas (usadas) de todos los textos parafraseados, o utilizados para 
apoyar una idea/tesis original. Para indicar estas fuentes, favor de usar el MLA (cualquier edición impresa. No se 
aceptan las ediciones en línea). Para indicar la fuente de información, el estilo MLA sugiere referencias 
parentéticas a la bibliografía y posiblemente notas al final.  

El trabajo, en sus diferentes etapas, se entregará en las fechas indicadas en el programa del curso. El trabajo, así 
como todas las otras actividades, será calificado teniendo en cuenta tanto la corrección de superficie (gramática, 
léxico-sintaxis, presentación), como la originalidad de ideas y profundidad del análisis teórico y de secuencia, el 
uso del MLA para la citación apropiada, el número de páginas y fuentes (no usar las del curso), y la estructura del 
análisis. Esta debe ser lógica, con una introducción pertinente, desarrollo con estudio de secuencias, citas, 

transiciones y conclusiones que no repitan ni resuman lo dicho, sino que razonen sobre las posibles implicaciones 
futuras de cualquier aspecto del análisis.  
 
ATENCIÓN: aunque nuestra biblioteca es bastante completa, debes prever que no encontrarás allí todas las 
fuentes requeridas y que deberás hacer préstamos interbibliotecarios, los cuales pueden tomar más de tres 
semanas en llegar. Es tu responsabilidad hacer estos préstamos con suficiente tiempo. 
 

COURSE NOTES 
 
- Late assignments and missed tests policy:  10% of the grade will be deducted for each day any written 
assignment is late if there is no appropriate documentation to justify the absence or the failure to complete it. After 
5 days, assignments will not be accepted. Failure to attend class on the day of an exam will result in an F unless the

1.  Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the 
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw.  Plagiarism exists when:  
a) the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one submitting or 

presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise substituting the work of 
another for one’s own in an examination or test);  
b) parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;  
c) the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source, and/or  
d) a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course (although it 

may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of the instructor 
involved.  

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other 
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted.”  
Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without specific acknowledgement but 
also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged.  A bibliography is insufficient to establish 
which portions of the student’s work are taken from external sources; footnotes or other recognized forms of 
citation must be used for this purpose. 

2. Cheating at tests or examinations includes but is not limited to dishonest or attempted dishonest conduct such 
as speaking to other candidates or communicating with them under any circumstances whatsoever; bringing into 
the examination room any textbook, notebook, memorandum, other written material or mechanical or electronic 
device not authorized by the examiner; writing an examination or part of it, or consulting any person or materials 
outside the confines of the examination room without permission to do so, or leaving answer papers exposed to 
view, or persistent attempts to read other students' examination papers.  

3. Other academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, tampering or attempts to tamper with examination 

scripts, class work, grades and/or class records; failure to abide by directions by an instructor regarding the 
individuality of work handed in; the acquisition, attempted acquisition, possession, and/or distribution of 
examination materials or information not authorized by the instructor; the impersonation of another student in an 
examination or other class assignment; the falsification or fabrication of clinical or laboratory reports; the non-
authorized tape recording of lectures.
